Knowledge of all phases of house construction is required.  Knowledge of Universal Design, Energy Star and EarthCraft Certification requirements is desired.  A stipend is available for this position.  Red Cross sponsored first aid and CPR training is required for this position.


	Activities: 

	· Be available on the job site at various key times such as when subcontractors or volunteers are working or inspections are being done.
· Work with the Construction Supervisor at all times.
· Provide on-the-job training and supervision for semi-skilled and unskilled volunteers.
· Maintain safety – use of equipment, safety measures, pace workers, watch for heat/cold problems, etc.
· Maintain quality – Site Supervisor should perform tasks that require a high level of skill or assure that a skilled person is assigned the task.  Site Supervisor should be able to quickly assess the abilities of volunteers. He/She must be able to teach crew members proper construction techniques, answer their questions and show patience.
· Provide four week advanced schedule of work activities for the job site at each Build Committee meeting.
· Coordinate with the Construction Supervisor to ensure all required materials and equipment are on the job site for scheduled work activities.
· Manage GFHFH administrative duties at the job site.
